· Submit all information together and on time. Emailed or hand delivered applications will not be accepted. Application packet is due on March 31, 2012.
· Each application is judged on its own merit, so include any information that you believe to be exceptional and do not be hesitant in “tooting your own horn” and state why you believe you should receive a scholarship.

·  Essays are judged on depth of content and lack of errors in grammar and style. Proofread and spell check for accuracy. Points will be deducted for poor grammar, poor sentence structure, and lack of content.

· Give yourself enough time to request all of the necessary materials, especially letters of recommendations. They play an important role in this process and should be “an advertisement” that speaks to your academic standing, community involvement, and exemplary character. Brief and uninformative recommendations do not weigh well in the judging process.

· Semi-Finalists will be contacted by April 15, 2012 and scheduled for an interview. The interview date, time, and location will be provided at that time.
· The Finalist and her parents/guardian will be invited to attend Pi Sigma Zeta’s scholarship reception in June, 2012. Details of the date, time, and location will be provided at a later date.  We want to celebrate you!

· The funds will be disbursed upon receipt of your Fall 2012 class schedule from an accredited four-year university.
